Suggested Lesson Procedure (~3 days):

1. Put students into groups. | recommend small groups of 2-4. Personally, | believe 3 students is best
because then each group member is responsible for coloring at least 2 pieces of poster paper.

2. Provide all students with a copy of the Student Directions and Rubric. Review the objectives and
grading rubric for this project. Show your students the example of Scrooge to reveal what the final
project will look like. Review classroom expectations as needed.

3. Assign each group 1 character. There will be some groups who complete the same character.
Provide each group with the é pieces of Blank Colofing Pages that/align with their specific character.
4. Provide each individual studentwith'a Brainstorm Worksheet. Each student should spend a
significant amount of time using their notes and the novel to find the information needed on the
worksheet. You cotlldiask studentsto break up/the'work /fthen comestogether and/share their findings
afterward (jigsaw ‘strategy), or ask that students werk together to find all of the neeessary
components as a group effort.

5. Once students have filled in all of the character analysis boxes on the worksheet, they should work
within their groups to compare notes and decide on the most essential information that will go on
their final posters.

6. Have students evenly distribute the pieces of the poster paper amongst the group. Students
should then copy their informatioprentertheirBlank £oloringgPages:

8.Students will cut along.the dotted lines to retrieve the final 6 pieces.of poster paper and tape the 4
pieces of papemin their preper plaees so that the illustration lines up correctly.
