* Describe one theme from the novel and inClude a quotesthat'supports the presence of the theme.

« lllustrate a symbol from the novel and explain the symbolism.

* In2-3,sentences, writé\a brief summaryhof the book:

« Explain who is yourfavorite\chatacter. and why. lnclude a quote freméyourfayorite character.

* In one sentence, explain what you liked or disliked about the novel.

« Choose two or more of the following literary elements to incorporate into your project as it applies to
The Great Gatsby: setting, motif, point of view, foreshadowing, conflict, mood, tone, irony,
characterization, or imagery.

* Include two or more illustrations that are directly related to the novel somehow.

+ You must fill the entire page.

* Your page must be colored.
